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LATIN AMERICAN POKER TOUR HEADS TO COLOMBIA
New venue and dates announced for National Poker Championship

The Latin American Poker Tour (LAPT) has already taken in events at the Bahamas, Brazil, Chile, Peru and Uruguay so far this year, and now the LAPT heads to Colombia for the very first time.  

Originally scheduled to take place in Bogota, the LAPT has switched the location to Medellin and its magnificent Allegre Casino, which is operated by Legendary Gaming. The Main Event of LAPT Colombia will take place from October 12-16 in the Casino Allegre, and will feature a buy-in of 1,800,000 COL$* + 180,000 COL$* (approx USD $1,000 + $100). 


In addition to the Main Event, the five-day poker festival will feature two super satellites, two No Limit Hold’em turbo tournaments, and a Turbo NLHE High Roller along with a super satellite. The currency used for all events will be Columbian Pesos (COL$*), for more information go to www.lapt.com/tournaments/colombia/.
LAPT President
David Carrion, President of the LAPT, said: “The poker communities in Latin America are extraordinary. They are growing quickly and are extremely enthusiastic and passionate about playing in the tournaments. I hope that players from all over the world come to Medellin to compete and that they also take time to enjoy the scenery, culture and food of this fantastic destination.”
Guillermo Ramos, Legendary Gaming Operations director, said: “Casino Allegre in Medellin is waiting for all players to come and enjoy the best poker experience possible. Legendary Gaming staff have over 25 years’ experience, which guarantees a high quality event.” 

Carrion added: “During the fourth season of the LAPT we have introduced Sao Paulo as a new destination, and now it is Medellin’s turn for a debut event. This decision was made so that we could have a National Championship in many different countries, and in turn find the best poker player in the region through the Player of the Year Award. These changes have been made because of the extensive feedback received last season and we are proud to deliver what players want.”
Freddy Torres, the first Colombian to be sponsored by PokerStars as a Team Online pro, is delighted that the LAPT is coming to his country. “It is with great pride that Colombia has been chosen for a tournament of such magnitude. The fact that it is taking place in Medellin will enhance the reputation of poker in Colombia, and I hope that the main prize is won by a local player.” 
So far this season, Chilean player Alex Manzano won the title in Brazil, the Brazilian Murilo Figueredo was crowned champion in Chile, Kemal Ferri was victorious in Peru, and in Punta del Este the trophy was taken by Uruguayan Alex Gustavo Komaroni.
